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C2. Alphabets Poster

Let’s keep experimenting with the sense of typography. The goal of this project is to express ABCs in a unique way. Express your particular interpretation of the letters and/or numbers and create a series of 26 alphabets striking minimal postcard or poster. Optionally, you can choose your own quote and express it for fun. Work away from the screen in a graphic design context.


DESIGN PROCESS
1. Step1: Research the objects around you to select your own theme
2. Step2: Create 26 alphabets
3. Step3: Arrange them all in one artboard
4. Step4: (Optional) Using your own alphabets, create your quote poster 



REQUIREMENTS
Design format: Printout and Jpeg (Save your work file for revision; .ai, .psd, etc.)
Submission: One Print & Upload -- free size; one entry
File name: C2_your first name_#.jpg
IMPORTANT: Add your name on the right bottom corner


TIPS
1. The entire letters and/or numbers should look like they belong together 
(Use similar visual elements and concepts)
2. Use positive and negative spaces principle
3. The letters should be readable.
